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Reasons to join the Association
Dear Conservancy

Since 1985 Ezemvelo KZN Wildlife (then Natal Parks Board) have encouraged the establishment of registered conservancies to protect biodiversity outside their formal Protected Areas. In 2006 they established the Stewardship office which even gives some landowners the right to opt for Nature Reserve status and the Red Desert Nature Reserve and Dargle are two such examples.
Ezemvelo would like to see commitment from landowners that they are serious about conservation. In the past, assessments were based on reports from District Conservation Officers (DCO’s). This channel is dependent on the DCO’s regularly visiting your areas. For various reasons including the fact that Ezemvelo have drastically cut petrol allowance to DCO’s, these assessments are no longer fed through to the Conservation office at Ezemvelo. 
This sometimes means that the only channel of communication left open to you is through the Association. Some of you may be aware that a new document has been released called the Norms & Standards for Conservancies. It lays down criteria for the registration and management of conservancies. The Association is in constant dialogue with Ezemvelo to see that this document remains user-friendly, non confrontational and non-autocratic. We will send out an annual audit form which needs to be completed. Unfortunately it may mean that, if Ezemvelo, through your DCO or through the Association (the Audit), do not hear from you and it appears that you are inactive and not following the Norms & Standards, they will assume that you have lost interest and they will de-register you as a conservancy. Fortunately there are many ways of communicating with us and when you get your audit form, you may just phone us to tell us what your conservancy does.
If you are not already a member of the KZN Conservancies Association, we strongly advise that you do join, as we now do a lot of the administrative work for conservancies that was previously done by Ezemvelo. The cost is R200 p.a. but will increase to R250 in May 2012. There is no cost to register the conservancy.
We also advise that you keep minutes of any meetings that you have; keep records of game counts you do; or keep species lists (bird lists, etc) that you compile and send them to us so that they can be filed at the Ezemvelo offices. We strongly advise you to develop a relationship with your DCO and invite them to all your meetings.

There are other reasons for joining the Conservancies Association: we have regular newsletters send out by e-mail, and for those who don’t have e-mail a copy is sent in the post. You get regular interaction with other conservancies and get to see what they do. You also get invited to the AGM and other workshops that take place. Such workshops can be set up near you if there is sufficient support. Regular reports of the activities of the Association committee are also available for perusal and comment.
You do not have to be a registered conservancy to be a member of the Association.
The Association committee are available at any time to answer queries you may have.
